1. After Missouri v. Holland, could the President negotiate and sign a treaty, ratified by the Senate, and implemented by an Act of Congress, that banned child labor altogether? Or required state and local police officers to wear uniform clothing in accordance with national regulations? Why or why not?
2. Review the Spending Clause in Article I, Section 8.
3. After South Dakota v. Dole, may Congress “bribe” states to enact Congressionally-preferred statutes, statutes that Congress itself may not enact under Article I?

4. Does Sabri v. United States “greatly and improperly expand the reach of Congress’ power under the Necessary and Proper Clause,” as Justice Thomas asserts in his concurrence?

5. What is the doctrine of the dormant commerce clause?

6. Does Section 2 of the 21st Amendment foreclose the result in Heald? How? What was the majority thinking?
